THE ADELAIDE TRAIL HORSE RIDERS CLUB Inc.
The Adelaide Trail Horse Riders Club Inc. was formed in 1975 with the aim of fostering interest in strictly non-competitive horse riding.

Trail rides are conducted once or twice a month within a 50 km radius of Adelaide.  Periodically, weekend rides are held further afield, with an extended annual ride to places such as the Flinders Ranges.

Day trail rides leave promptly at 10 a.m. and usually return between 3 pm - 4pm. Tea and coffee is provided by the club.  The rides, or changes to the ride calendar are included in the club newsletter.

A charge of $4.00 per member and $10.00 for non-members is made for day rides. A little extra is charged for B.B.Q. rides.

In addition to the pleasure aspect of trail riding, the Club also arranges instruction days.  At these, guidance is given in the fields of bushcraft, map reading, campcraft, and the care of the horse and self whilst away from home for an extended period.

The Club maintains a policy of encouraging riders to be independent on trail rides, including carrying one’s own lunch.  However on extended rides, a back-up vehicle is usually provided to carry camping equipment etc.

Rides are always conducted in an orderly fashion. This also gives riders the opportunity to take an interest in the scenery and the environment generally.

The “Trail Boss” leads the ride, and no person is permitted in front of that person without permission.  This enables us to protect our riders and also the country over which we ride.  The rear is bought up by the “Drag Boss”, who is responsible for ensuring that no person becomes separated from the ride.

The Club publishes a newsletter, the ATHRC Inc. Trail Rider, every three months.  This contains news of the Club activities, information on legislation which might affect horse riders generally, and a calendar of forthcoming events.

The Club takes an active interest in the field of land access and trail development for horse usage. The club frequently is preparing submissions to Government bodies in an effort to improve facilities for horse owners.

The Club is affiliated with the Arabian Horse Society so that we are able to gain the benefit of Insurance under their umbrella.

No special equipment is required for trail riding.  Members use all types of saddlery.  However the Club does encourage the wearing of the Australian Standard 2063-3-1988 crash helmet.  On most rides it is recommended that your horse be shod. Experienced members are always available to advise on equipment, particularly regarding overnight requirements.
